Mr. Choo Yuk Wah, 72, a resident of Charis Senior Citizen Club, walked 
out of our Lions Eye Clinic on April 3 2009 a very happy man. He can 
now see. With poor vision in one eye and blind on the other due to 
cataract for the last 10 years Cho was successfully operated by our 
consultant surgeon Dr. Gomathy in a 20 minutes operation to restore his 
sight. Our DG Dr. Nathan was by his side during the operation as well 
as on the following day when the bandage was removed. 
  
 
The 2nd patient was Mr. Cheah Weng Kok. 54, also a resident of Charis. 
Blinded by cataract in one eye for a year now he walked out of the Clinic 
with hope and confidence. He was a former employee of Quality Inn at 
Jalan Raja Laut Kuala Lumpur. With vision restored he  wants to start a 
food business selling western food to support himself.  
  
 
Both patients are single without family. They were brought to the Clinic 
by a kind Lion, Steven Lam of Kuala Lumpur Central, our everyday hero.������
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We are grateful to all Lions for raising the fund to set up the Clinic and 
bringing such great joy to the needy. However, the sustainability of the 
Clinic will depend very much on the financial management expertise of 
the Management Committee. 
 
 
Towards this end the Committee with approval from DG Dr. Nathan has 
decided from May 1 2009 to impose the following fees and charges for 
those who are able to pay. 
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With these highly subsidized fees and charges we hope to generate 
sufficient income to cover the operating expenses which is expected 
to be in the region of RM30,000 to RM40,000 a month. 
 
For the poor and needy please be assured that we will provide FREE 
consultation and operation. 
 
A request for subsidy form is now ready and we will forward a copy to 
you in a separate mail. Please assist us to evaluate the financial 
conditions of the applicants and make appropriate recommendation 
for our consideration.
